This document gives practical test case examples based on the available CommonSteps methods from the referenced Javadoc.
It is focused on:
input coverage by type
validation error handling
success message handling
inline validation without page reload
messages shown after submit or page reload
reusable Gherkin examples

[bookmark: whatcanbetestedfromcommonsteps]1. What can be tested from CommonSteps
Based on the available step methods, you can cover many common UI interaction types:
text inputs
password inputs
textareas
inputs by locator, xpath, id, or label
dropdowns
file uploads
click actions
tab actions
wait for visible / not visible / clickable
basic verification of expected text inside an element
This means you can build test cases for both:
field validation errors
success messages
You can test messages that appear:
immediately on the same page
after clicking submit
after a page refresh or navigation

[bookmark: corepatternstouse]2. Core patterns to use
[bookmark: X5637e231398761eb06a3a4d58136c5aaec9b5c1]Pattern A: Inline validation without page reload
Use this when the page shows validation under a field immediately.
Typical flow: 1. Keep field empty or enter invalid value 2. Trigger validation by tab, click, or submit 3. Wait for validation message element 4. Verify expected message text
Example:
When I clear input field element with locator emailField
And I click button Submit
And I wait for element emailValidationMessage to be visible
And I verify data requiredEmailMessage is present in element emailValidationMessage

[bookmark: Xe1cab75ab34d0b59842c05f878042d011925ef3]Pattern B: Validation after submit on same page
Use this when the form stays on the same page but shows an error banner or field errors.
Example:
When I fill field username with value wronguser
And I fill field password with value wrongpass
And I click button Login
And I wait for element loginErrorMessage to be visible
And I verify data invalidLoginMessage is present in element loginErrorMessage

Use this when the system shows a success banner, toast, or inline confirmation.
Example:
When I fill field firstName with value Salman
And I fill field lastName with value Khan
And I click button Save
And I wait for element successBanner to be visible
And I verify data profileSavedMessage is present in element successBanner

[bookmark: Xb5c061a3a54a43ee6b1d384d7062381a5bc9452]Pattern D: Success message after page reload or navigation
Use this when submit takes the user to another page or reloads the current page.
Example:
When I fill field username with value validuser
And I fill field password with value validpass
And I click button Login
And I wait for element dashboardWelcomeMessage to be visible
And I verify data loginSuccessMessage is present in element dashboardWelcomeMessage

[bookmark: case1validtextinput]Case 1: Valid text input
When I fill field Full Name with locator fullNameField with value Salman Khan
And I click button Save
And I wait for element successBanner to be visible
And I verify data savedSuccessfully is present in element successBanner
[bookmark: case2requiredfieldvalidation]Case 2: Required field validation
When I clear input field element with locator fullNameField
And I click button Save
And I wait for element fullNameError to be visible
And I verify data fullNameRequired is present in element fullNameError
[bookmark: case3minimumlengthvalidation]Case 3: Minimum length validation
When I fill field Full Name with locator fullNameField with value Sa
And I click button Save
And I wait for element fullNameError to be visible
And I verify data fullNameMinLengthMessage is present in element fullNameError

When I fill field Full Name with locator fullNameField with value verylongnamevalueherethatexceedslimit
And I click button Save
And I wait for element fullNameError to be visible
And I verify data fullNameMaxLengthMessage is present in element fullNameError

[bookmark: case1validemail]Case 1: Valid email
When I fill field Email with locator emailField with value salman@example.com
And I click button Save
And I wait for element successBanner to be visible
And I verify data savedSuccessfully is present in element successBanner
[bookmark: case2emptyemail]Case 2: Empty email
When I clear input field element with locator emailField
And I click button Save
And I wait for element emailValidationMessage to be visible
And I verify data requiredEmailMessage is present in element emailValidationMessage
[bookmark: case3invalidemailformat]Case 3: Invalid email format
When I fill field Email with locator emailField with value salman.com
And I click button Save
And I wait for element emailValidationMessage to be visible
And I verify data invalidEmailMessage is present in element emailValidationMessage

[bookmark: case1validpassword]Case 1: Valid password
When I fill field Password with locator passwordField with value Test@12345
And I click button Save
And I wait for element successBanner to be visible
And I verify data passwordUpdatedMessage is present in element successBanner
[bookmark: case2emptypassword]Case 2: Empty password
When I clear input field element with locator passwordField
And I click button Save
And I wait for element passwordError to be visible
And I verify data passwordRequiredMessage is present in element passwordError
[bookmark: case3weakpassword]Case 3: Weak password
When I fill field Password with locator passwordField with value 123
And I click button Save
And I wait for element passwordError to be visible
And I verify data weakPasswordMessage is present in element passwordError

[bookmark: confirmpasswordfield]3.4 Confirm password field
[bookmark: case1matchingpasswords]Case 1: Matching passwords
When I fill field Password with locator passwordField with value Test@12345
And I fill field Confirm Password with locator confirmPasswordField with value Test@12345
And I click button Save
And I wait for element successBanner to be visible
And I verify data passwordUpdatedMessage is present in element successBanner
[bookmark: case2passwordmismatch]Case 2: Password mismatch
When I fill field Password with locator passwordField with value Test@12345
And I fill field Confirm Password with locator confirmPasswordField with value Test@99999
And I click button Save
And I wait for element confirmPasswordError to be visible
And I verify data passwordMismatchMessage is present in element confirmPasswordError

[bookmark: numericinput]3.5 Numeric input
[bookmark: case1validnumericvalue]Case 1: Valid numeric value
When I fill field Age with locator ageField with value 28
And I click button Save
And I wait for element successBanner to be visible
And I verify data savedSuccessfully is present in element successBanner
[bookmark: case2emptynumericfield]Case 2: Empty numeric field
When I clear input field element with locator ageField
And I click button Save
And I wait for element ageError to be visible
And I verify data ageRequiredMessage is present in element ageError
[bookmark: case3invalidnonnumericinput]Case 3: Invalid non-numeric input
When I fill field Age with locator ageField with value abc
And I click button Save
And I wait for element ageError to be visible
And I verify data ageMustBeNumberMessage is present in element ageError
[bookmark: case4outofrangeinput]Case 4: Out of range input
When I fill field Age with locator ageField with value 500
And I click button Save
And I wait for element ageError to be visible
And I verify data ageOutOfRangeMessage is present in element ageError

[bookmark: case1validtextareainput]Case 1: Valid textarea input
When I fill field Description with locator descriptionField with value This is a valid description for the record
And I click button Save
And I wait for element successBanner to be visible
And I verify data savedSuccessfully is present in element successBanner
[bookmark: case2requiredtextareavalidation]Case 2: Required textarea validation
When I clear input field element with locator descriptionField
And I click button Save
And I wait for element descriptionError to be visible
And I verify data descriptionRequiredMessage is present in element descriptionError

[bookmark: dropdownfield]3.7 Dropdown field
[bookmark: case1validdropdownselection]Case 1: Valid dropdown selection
When I select New Zealand from dropdown countryDropdown
And I click button Save
And I wait for element successBanner to be visible
And I verify data savedSuccessfully is present in element successBanner
[bookmark: case2requireddropdownvalidation]Case 2: Required dropdown validation
When I click button Save
And I wait for element countryError to be visible
And I verify data countryRequiredMessage is present in element countryError
[bookmark: case3selectdropdownbyxpath]Case 3: Select dropdown by xpath
When I select dropdown value New Zealand with xpath //select[@id='country']
And I click button Save
And I wait for element successBanner to be visible
And I verify data savedSuccessfully is present in element successBanner

[bookmark: fileupload]3.8 File upload
[bookmark: case1validfileupload]Case 1: Valid file upload
When I upload field Resume with locator path resumeUploadField with filePath testdata/resume.pdf
And I click button Upload
And I wait for element uploadSuccessMessage to be visible
And I verify data fileUploadedSuccessfully is present in element uploadSuccessMessage
[bookmark: case2unsupportedfiletype]Case 2: Unsupported file type
When I upload field Resume with locator path resumeUploadField with filePath testdata/file.exe
And I click button Upload
And I wait for element uploadErrorMessage to be visible
And I verify data unsupportedFileTypeMessage is present in element uploadErrorMessage
[bookmark: case3filesizeexceeded]Case 3: File size exceeded
When I upload field Resume with locator path resumeUploadField with filePath testdata/largefile.pdf
And I click button Upload
And I wait for element uploadErrorMessage to be visible
And I verify data fileSizeExceededMessage is present in element uploadErrorMessage

[bookmark: searchinput]3.9 Search input
[bookmark: case1validsearch]Case 1: Valid search
When I fill input field element with locator searchField using send keys with input Laptop
And I click button Search
And I wait for element searchResults to be visible
[bookmark: case2noresultmessage]Case 2: No result message
When I fill input field element with locator searchField using send keys with input invalidsearchitemxyz
And I click button Search
And I wait for element noResultsMessage to be visible
And I verify data noResultsFoundMessage is present in element noResultsMessage

[bookmark: dateinput]3.10 Date input
[bookmark: case1validdateselection]Case 1: Valid date selection
When I select date value 15/04/2026
And I click button Save
And I wait for element successBanner to be visible
And I verify data savedSuccessfully is present in element successBanner
[bookmark: case2missingdatevalidation]Case 2: Missing date validation
When I click button Save
And I wait for element dateError to be visible
And I verify data dateRequiredMessage is present in element dateError

[bookmark: Xebc7e2bb1a50ee034b16c953070f25572c282bf]4. Validation scenarios you should cover for every important field
For each important form field, create these test cases where applicable:
valid input accepted
field left empty
invalid format
min length not met
max length exceeded
invalid characters entered
value out of allowed range
duplicate value already exists
dependent validation based on another field
success confirmation after valid submit

When I clear input field element with locator mobileField
And I click button Save
And I wait for element mobileError to be visible
And I verify data mobileRequiredMessage is present in element mobileError

When I fill field Email with locator emailField with value wrongmail
And I click button Register
And I wait for element formErrorBanner to be visible
And I verify data invalidFormMessage is present in element formErrorBanner

When I fill field Email with locator emailField with value salman@example.com
And I click button Register
And I wait for element successToast to be visible
And I verify data registrationSuccessMessage is present in element successToast

When I fill field Email with locator emailField with value salman@example.com
And I click button Register
And I wait for element welcomeHeader to be visible
And I verify data accountCreatedMessage is present in element welcomeHeader

When I clear input field element with locator emailField
And I click button Save
And I wait for element emailValidationMessage to be visible
And I fill field Email with locator emailField with value salman@example.com
And I wait for element emailValidationMessage to not be visible

[bookmark: bestreusabletemplate]6. Best reusable template
Use this template for most validations:
Scenario: Validate [field name] for [case]
  When I perform the field action
  And I trigger validation or submit
  And I wait for element [messageLocator] to be visible
  And I verify data [expectedMessageKey] is present in element [messageLocator]
For success flow:
Scenario: Verify successful submission for [form name]
  When I fill all required fields with valid data
  And I click button Save
  And I wait for element [successLocator] to be visible
  And I verify data [successMessageKey] is present in element [successLocator]

[bookmark: practicalnotes]7. Practical notes
Always create stable locators for validation and success messages.
Prefer dedicated locators like emailError, successBanner, toastMessage, formErrorBanner.
If the application reloads after submit, wait for a unique element on the next page.
If the message is a toast, verify it quickly after action.
If the message disappears automatically, add the wait step immediately after submit.
For inline validation, sometimes tab or click outside the field is required before the message appears.

For each form, at minimum cover:
one happy path success scenario
one required field validation per important field
one invalid format validation per formatted field
one business rule validation
one post-submit success verification
one post-submit failure verification
